To patrol leader 2: 
Starting out from his own base, patrol leader Master Sergeant Hoffmann reaches hill 841 via observation post 21 by 14:00h,
establishes the temporary observation post 73 for the duration of four hours, 
returns via observation post 35 by 22:00h.
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Comment:

Now, the Master Sergeant is directly

addressing the audience with a little anima-tion of his head:

Master Sergeant, Audio File:
You have already heard about „missions“ and „orders“. Now I would like to explain the differences.
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Comment:

The texts are called up by paragraph.
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The headlines appear from the top together with the photographs.


The detailed information can be retrieved by clicking on the underlined headlines.

The respective text window opens; see the next storyboard page.

The last paragraph, called up with the tab key, will dash on the screen from the right (animation).

When clicking on parties to the conflict, the following text window appears:


The relationship between the parties to the conflict is still tense. Superficially, the military situation is calm. The local population is friendly and open towards XFOR forces.


However, conflicts and armed assaults between ethnic factions cannot be ruled out. 

When clicking on friendly, the following text window appears:

The patrol is monitoring the assigned 
area as well as critical points with temporary checkpoints, to enforce the XY agreement within the scope of the ROE.
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Photo gallery: The patrol leader (Master Sergeant Hoffmann) and his patrol arrive at an American CP. Master Sergeant Hoffmann and two other soldiers greet the checkpoint commander.

The headline appears together with the photo gallery. The text block and the form are called up with the tab key.

Audio File by Master Sergeant Hoffmann On multinational operations, German and American patrols may establish contact with each other. However, this will rather be an exception, as everyone will generally remain in the area of responsibility of his national contingent.

The abbreviation will be highlighted in yellow: Link with the index.

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Comment:

The headline appears with the photographs. Then the first text block immediately appears from the top.

The text block T2 is called up with the tab key.
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Continuation of the photo series 
Storyboard page 0304080: 
Vehicle patrol in front of a field. A look at the field with a binocular telescope as well as mine warning signs confirm the patrol’s assumption. 

Headline T1 dashes to its place from the right. At the same time, the photograph and headline T2 are faded in.

By using the tab key, the bullet comments will automatically appear line by line from the top.


The „EOD-1 Report“ can be clicked on and will be displayed at the annex.
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The headlines appear on the screen. 
Subsequently, the text field T1 opens by paragraph from the top within approx. 5 seconds. 

Then the corresponding photograph, the headline of text field T2 and the following bullet comments are faded in by means of the tab key. 
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(The ammunition photos are only displayed as layout!)

The background and the headline will appear first. 

The audio file is activated together with the mine pictures. The subsequent mnemonic sentences have to be retrieved with the tab key.
Audio file of the patrol leader: 
Mines are employed in large quantities in crisis and war areas as inexpensive, effective munitions, although they have been banned for years by most of the UN member nations. 
As a rule, many different types of mines are emplaced, such as antipersonnel and antitank mines. 
In most cases, laid minefields will not be documented at all.
Due to vegetation and weather influences, mines are often hard to recognize. 
Minefield indications may be for example conspicuous mounds, wires or cables, packaging material or craters from exploded mines.
Together with the last tab, a reference to further information will appear on the screen.
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Back to the patrol: 
A photo series with 3 to 4 scenes shows that the patrol has reached its destination, i.e. C-Village. 

The photos are faded in first. Then the audio file starts. 

Audio file of the patrol leader’s voice: 
Two men and radio operator, come here; security team secures the patrol with three men each on the right and left side of the housefront. The armored transport vehicle follows at a distance of 100 meters. 
I will contact the local commanders.
The guard dog team is ready on call.
Subsequently, the text block can be opened from the top by using the tab key. 
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Photographs showing various guard dogs in action appear one after the other from the right.

The headline appears with the photographs. Then the text block immediately appears from the top by using the tab key.
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The headline and the first text block appear immediately. 

The subsequent paragraphs are called up with the tab key. 

The reference „Further information …“ appears automatically with the last tab.

The graphics with the list of guard dogs usually employed on peacekeeping operations is faded in as a flash animation.
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In the background, you can see the patrol leader, who receives the patrol mission from his superior at the tactical


operations center.
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If you have any relevant questions, address the local EOD team, which has connections to the Engineer School in Munich and access to the DIAS intranet program.

Principles of Conduct


Patrols are conducted at regular intervals. 


Depending on the situation and mission, the patrols will carry clearly visible signs, such as flags.


Patrols may last several hours to several days.


Prior to conducting a patrol, 


the weapons and equipment will be checked carefully and comprehensively, and


the personnel will receive orders and a thorough briefing, especially in case of changes in the situation.


The patrol route must be followed strictly. The patrol will deviate from the specified route only after reporting to the operations center and receiving a corresponding order.

Conduct of Patrols


The preparation includes the provision of the following�information on the patrol’s area of operations:


Parties to the conflict and special features,


e.g. local constraints, 


rules, restrictions,


possible infiltration routes/targets,


hostile groups,


religious characteristics, special occasions/festivals,


Deployed forces of the contingent:


behavior/attitude of the civilian population towards the forces,


other deployed patrols, 


Situation and behavior of the population, 


flash points along the patrol route, e.g. camps, enclaves,


current mine situation along the patrol route,


special infrastructure features,


weather conditions,


Support capabilities,


communications,


integration of support forces and interpreters,


provision of additional night vision devices and communication assets.

Issuance of Orders


When issuing orders to the patrol, the following focal points will have to be ordered/clarified in each case:


Actions to be taken when encountering parties to the conflict,


Dealing with the civilian population,


Actions to be taken if threatened or attacked (e.g. sniper fire),


Main reconnaissance effort, e.g. reconstruction efforts, return of the population to places from where they had fled.

Principles of Conduct


Under the following conditions, the patrol will be aborted even if it has not reached its destination or accomplished its mission, if


communications with the TOC of the battalion or with its command post have broken down completely and 


the continuation of the operation would expose the soldiers to physical hazards. 


Patrols are to be conducted in compliance with the ROE principles.


After accomplishment of the mission and the return of the patrol, the patrol leader will report the patrol back and prepare a report on the course of the operation and on the reconnaissance results.


Together with all participants, he will conduct an after-action review in order to draw lessons from the operation but also to cope with the experiences of the day.
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Behavior Standards


The patrol’s actions and its behavior vis-à-vis the population will depend on the situation.


On PKO missions, an open approach of the soldiers and especially friendliness towards the population will generally have priority: 


„Firm, fair and friendly“


Reacting out to the population (unless forbidden by order) and remaining impartial.


Any peculiarity will be recorded, stating the respective place and time, and reported after the return of the patrol, e.g. 


changed behavior of the civilian population, 


ethnic conflicts, 


cross-country and road trafficability, 


obstacles or 


special structural measures/works (civilian/military).

Behavior Standards


The following principle applies to all patrols:


Staying on the planned route is the key. The ordered route may only be left if explicitly ordered by the operations center. 


Mine/sniper hazard!


Therefore: �You must not leave secure terrain, take any short cuts and never 


even cross the shoulders of the roads at any time or place.

Mode of operation:
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Employment of Guard Dogs 


On patrols in conditionally safe built-up areas/terrain, guard dogs are an effective aid and operational asset. 


Basically, guard dogs are intended to protect people and objects against attacks by irregular forces as well as to support tactical measures.


Guard dogs are highly mobile, robust, reliable and efficient companions/partners with a high preventive and deescalating effect.

Special Operational Capabilities of Guard Dogs


Even under adverse weather and limited visibility conditions, a guard dog can be employed as:


a highly specialized, rapid chemical detector to detect munitions, weapons and mines,


an independently operating unit to search for buried or missing people (disaster control mission) or for hidden people (hostages, individual hostile combattants),


a versatile means for applying physical force to counter attacks or chase fleeing people,


an effective means of deescalation. Through their mere presence, they contribute considerably to enforcing military measures. 


They frequently prevent the adversary from using a firearm or from shooting precisely.
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Rules of Conduct


Keep away from mines and booby traps!


Watch out for wires, craters and other peculiarities!


Don’t cut any wires!


Clearly mark the location and trip wires!


If in danger, move back following your own tracks!


Help injured persons by moving in their tracks!


Report your discovery immediately with the „EOD-1 Report“!


Only drive on roads open to traffic, remain in safe areas, don’t drive on shoulders.


Don’t be curious, don’t collect any souvenirs.


Mines/booby traps are usually not laid individually. 


Attend to/recover casualties only on an absolutely safe path.


Always remember the mine hazard!
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Actions to be taken in mined terrain


Don’t panic! – Call for help!





On foot


STOP! Stop immediately and warn others!


Look for wires and fuzes around your feet!


Turn round carefully and go back following your own tracks!


If the tracks are not visible: Look for footsteps …!!


Mark the footsteps for others, if you’re not alone!


Move one after the other at a distance of ten meters each!


Every two centimeters, probe the ground with a pointed object at an angle of 30°, for example with an antenna, knife, wooden stick!


Mark footsteps appropriately!





In a vehicle


STOP! Stop immediately! Everybody remains in the vehicle, when leaving the vehicle over the roof, get out to the back!


Watch out for trip wires!


Only move in the vehicle tracks, move back in these tracks!


When you’re safe again, mark the minefield!


Enter the location on the map!


Report the incident to the operations center!

Mine Threat





Mnemonic Sentences:


Stop immediately, if you notice anything suspicious.  


Again: ”Hands off” of mines, booby traps and duds.


In case of existing mine threat, only use roads/paths which have already been driven/walked on.


Don’t leave paved roads and paths.


Mark the hazard area carefully and report the incident.

The patrol leader task-organizes his soldiers for a foot patrol, �which includes a guard dog team. �





3rd photograph�Destination. 


The foot patrol and the guard dog team are walking towards the inhabitants of the village.
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In case of a planned establishment of contact, the TOC of the respective unit will determine how, when, where, at what frequencies etc. the contact is to be established.


After establishing contact, the patrol leader and the checkpoint commander will have a consultation, where they will exchange their observations as per checklist opposite.

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Mission


It describes an aim to be achieved within a certain�period of time and/or within a certain area and, if appropriate, the intentions pursued by the chain of command. 


It affords the recipient of the order considerable freedom of action in its execution and in the selection of the means to be applied. 


It therefore requires judgement and determination as well as independent, responsible action.

Mission assigned to the company commander or platoon leader


„Reach B-Village with your forces by 020500 A may....“


It is thus up to the commander what route to take to B-Village. „Reach“ implies that the route and the destination are currently clear of enemy. („Gain“ implies probably not free of enemy, and „seize“ implies enemy-occupied.) �After analyzing his mission (i.e. in consideration of the chain of command’s intent, comparison of forces, space/time calculation, etc.), he can now decide what route to take. 


If any problems arise in the execution of his mission, e.g. a road is impassable due to obstacles/enemy forces, he will initially decide on the solution to reach the destination according to his assessment of the local situation. 


If his forces are not sufficient, he will request reinforcements.


Immediately after encountering the obstacle/enemy, he will transmit a report to his headquarters.


Order


Official instruction on a certain behavior given by a military superior to a subordinate in writing, verbally or otherwise, either generally or for an individual case and with the expectation of obedience.
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
