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Back to the patrol: Text block T1 and the photograph appear simultaneously.
By clicking on the last (boldtype) line, the user will first activate the audio file of “fragmentary original comments” of the various soldiers describing their experiences/impressions. 

Audio File:

Patrol leader:.....  What were your strongest impressions?? 

Soldier 1: ...When we stood by the mines, I felt really queasy...

Soldier 2:....I’m still very sad about the misery of the people and the destruction of the villages...

Soldier 3:....Whow…, that old woman would spit at my feet and bewitch me with her fingers, or something.

Subsequently, the user will call up text block T2 with the tab key, which will open from left to right like a sliding door.

The abbreviation will be highlighted in yellow: Link with the index.

At the same time, the photo gallery is faded in.

The second text block with bullet comments is called up completely with the tab key.

The next screen page will provide a summary of the core statements on the subject “of patrols”.
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This screen page provides a summary of the most important features of the four information sections of this chapter. 

The first paragraph appears together with the headline. 

The subsequent paragraphs open automatically from left to right at intervals of approx. 5 seconds.

With the return key, the user will get back to the survey.
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Summary


In the area of operations, patrols are conducted on foot, by vehicle or, in individual cases, by aircraft. The main purpose of patrols is to obtain an up-to-date and complete situation picture.


Apart from controlling adherence to agreements and gaining information, patrols serve to demonstrate presence, to reassure the population in remote areas and to protect minorities.


Where appropriate and possible, a combination of foot and vehicle patrol should be employed.


When preparing the operation, all soldiers of the patrol are to be informed about the current situation and the mission.


If the situation permits, the patrol will act openly and visibly. �Any identified breaches of agreements or special features, such as 


construction measures, force movements or 


changes in the behavior of the population, �e.g. ethnic exclusion, 


will be reported immediately, recorded in writing and investigated, if possible, at the first signs.


After the return of the patrol, the operations center will receive a complete, detailed report, which will provide the basis for further decisions/possible measures in the area of operations. 


As a matter of principle, a debriefing will be conducted after any operation.
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Debriefing 


The debriefing process is an essential means to cope with extreme situations. As a matter of principle, it will be conducted after any patrol in order to take initial remedial action against the operational strains on every single soldier and on the section.


The debriefing process will frequently be initiated already on the way back through informal discussions about the operation among those involved. �This will help to reduce the operational physical strain. 


In difficult cases/situations, it will be required to involve a psychologist.
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Post-operational Phase


Reporting back to the TOC, 


Preparing reports and supplementing them by sketches/photographs, 


Conducting an after-action review.

The purpose of the debriefing is


to talk to one another spontaneously, openly, freely or under the leader’s guidance and, in doing so, to exchange and compare one’s feelings and impressions,


to mentally find one’s way out of the experienced extreme situation back to the normal situation.























Where, when and how?


The debriefing will


be conducted within the section in a familiar environment,


be conducted as soon as possible after the operation,


be conducted with all those involved,


consist of helpful discussions (no accusations, no interrogation),


give the soldiers the opportunity to review their opinion through the exchange of experiences.
