Master Sergeant Hoffmann, Audio File:
The first section of the last chapter of our information program deals with regulations and rules of conduct in the 
area of operations. Subsequently, it addresses the behavior of German soldiers under different Rules of Engagement (ROE).
After selecting the fourth chapter, there will first be a reference to an introductory video.   
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Video/audio file from UN program:

· The patrol leader of a convoy negotiates with peaceful villagers. 

· In another village, the patrol leader with a mobile medical team establishes contact with the population. 

· In a wooded area, they are watching exchange of fire between the parties to a conflict. 

· At a checkpoint set up by militiamen, the patrol leader talks to a militiaman.

· In a village, the convoy has been stopped and is under sniper fire.

Comment by Master Sergeant Hoffmann
Peacekeeping operations often take a long period of time in which a quiet and peaceful situation can suddenly change into a tense and dangerous situation. In foreign culture areas, a thoughtless word is sometimes enough to change the mood into overt aggression. 
The chain of command has at its disposal predefined degrees of readiness to respond rapidly and flexibly to this kind of situation.
If the video is not activated, the user will immediately be directed to the next screen page, otherwise, only after closing the media player.
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If there is no video file, the user will be directed immediately to this screen page.

Chapter Overview:

A photo gallery appears showing German soldiers: On the one hand, „show of force“ and on the other hand, „friend in need“.

Master Sergeant Hoffmann moves his arm with the weapon as a little animation. This is accompanied by the audio file.

Audio File of the Master Sergeant:
To guarantee high responsiveness and operational flexibility, agreements, 
such as the Standard Operating Proce​dures (SOP) for peace forces, 
have been concluded defining measures to increase the degree of readiness.
These measures will be addressed in the following section.
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The still images appear from left to right. This is accompanied by an audio file.

Audio File of the Master Sergeant:
The evaluation of peacekeeping 
operations (PKO) shows that long periods of peaceful, purposeful cooperation with the parties to a conflict can all of a sudden be replaced by times of tension and danger.
Alert stages and readiness levels are to enable the chain of command to act responsively. They must meet the
following requirements.

Subsequently, the headline appears, and, by using the tab key, the next text block will appear automatically by paragraph from the top.
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First the map appears as background.

Subsequently, the headline and the first text block appear automatically. 

The subsequent paragraphs as well as the photograph and the table are called up with the tab key.

The map appears first. Subsequently, the grid lines of the table appear on the screen with the texts of the first column S1 and the first line Z1.

Then the table is completed automatically from T1 to T8 at intervals of approx. 5 seconds.
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The headline and the first text field appear together from the left.

The user can click on the term „readiness to move and/or battle readiness“ and will receive a link to the appended data file „degrees of readiness“.

The subsequent text block is retrieved with the tab key, with the bullet comments

appearing automatically by paragraph from the top with short breaks of approx. 3 seconds.

At the same time, the photographs with effects are being faded in.
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The headline with codes 1 – 5 and the photograph appear first.

The codes can be clicked on. Subsequently, the appropriate bullet comments appear on the screen.
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Master Sergeant Hoffmann, Audio File:
The following screen page provides a summary of the most important
information on the subject „Alert Stages and Readiness Levels“. 
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This screen page provides a summary of the most important features of Chapter 4, Information Section 1. 

The headline appears on the screen. Then the texts appear/open automatically by paragraph from the left, like a sliding door, at 3 second intervals. 

Link to the annex/dictionary.

By using the return key, the user will be directed back to the survey of this chapter.
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If you desire, you can now activate a short video on this subject.

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Alert stages and readiness levels for deployed forces


Graduated, coordinated response in line with the level of tension, threat or danger.


To simplify their use/implementation, the number of alert stages/readiness levels is usually limited to 3-5. 


Possibility of demonstrating the resolve the enforce the mandate („show of force“) to the parties to a conflict.

Code 1 


Only very important movements to accomplish the mission are permitted.


Only armored vehicles or vehicles escorted by armored �vehicles are permitted.

Reduced vehicle movements.

Summary


Plans and measures to protect the personnel and materiel as well as the guarantee that the mandate will be carried out are of great importance during peacekeeping �operations.


The relevant details are addressed in the respective SOP.


From the security and protection-related requirements, the rules of conduct of the UN personnel will be derived. 


Alert stages and readiness levels primarily include step-by-step measures tailored to the degree of tension, threat or danger and which are to demonstrate the resolve to carry out a mandate.


To simplify their use, there is usually a limited number of 3 to 5 alert stages/readiness levels.


They are implemented by the commanders on the ground and define the equipment as well as certain vehicle movements. 


These alert stages and readiness levels also have an impact on the behavior at checkpoints, i.e. for instance in the form of selective or 100 per cent personnel/vehicle controls.

Alert Stages 


The commander of a contingent (usually holding the rank of a general) defines the degree of danger/alert stages for his area of responsibility according to the development of the situation.


Accordinlgy, there are different alert stages, dress codes and vehicle movement �codes referred to as „Grey, Black, Amber, Red“ or „Alpha, Charlie, Bravo,“ etc. They will vary from mission to mission.


The national commander verifies these alert stages and readiness levels for his�area of operations and gives his contingent the apppropriate orders.

Alert Stages


The alert stages and readiness levels are implemented by the commanders on the ground. 


In addition, if the situation changes, any commander can order a higher readiness level, e.g. changing from „readiness to move“ to „battle readiness“.
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Dress Code 


Alpha 


battle dress, individual load-carrying equipment, weapon 


helmet and fragmentation-protective vest are to be worn. 


Bravo 


battle dress, forage cap, individual load-carrying equipment, weapon 


helmet and fragmentation-protective vest are to be worn outside buildings and in vehicles. 


Charlie 


battle dress, forage cap 


weapon, helmet and fragmentation-protective vest immediately at hand. 


Delta 


battle dress, forage cap 


weapon, helmet and fragmentation-protective vest available. 


Echo 


civilian clothing.
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
